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2150 PEDESTRIAN

SWING GATE
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1. GENERAL:

1.1. The Scope of Work includes furnishing all labor, materials, equipment and appliances necessary to complete installation of swing gates required for this project in strict accordance with this section of specifications and drawings.  

1.2. The swing gate operator system(s) shall be 2150 Swing Gates as manufactured by Tymetal Corp., 2566 State Route 40, Greenwich, New York 12834 (800-328-4283).

2. PRODUCTS:

2.1. Shop Drawings: Include complete details of gate construction, gate height, post spacing dimensions and unit weights of supporting frame and concrete footing details.

2.2. Gate is closed by means of a door closer.

2.3. Locking is accomplished by means of Tymetal model 1850 electro-mechanical lock, keyed both sides.

2.4. Gate system(s) may be interlocked when device is in the closed position. It shall be impossible for the gate to be opened except by electrical or mechanical operations provided.

2.5.  Each gate shall have a clear gate opening width of [3’-6” (.914 m)], [4’-0” (1.2 m)] or [5’-0” (1.52 m)] and the clear gate opening height of 7’-0” (2.13m).

2.6. Security Mesh: Gate panel filler shall be ½” x 3” x 9 gauge (13 mm x 76 mm x 4 mm) weld mesh. Optional gate filler (example: chain link mesh or ornamental picket) can be added. 

2.7. Fence Fittings:

2.7.1. Tension Bars: Galvanized steel in accordance with ASTM F 626.

2.7.2. Brace Bands: 12 gauge galvanized steel. 

2.8. Hinges: Furnish two hinges per gate. Hinges shall have a thrust capacity (door weight) of 600 lb per pair. Hinge finish shall be zinc plated. 

2.9. Electro-mechanical Lock: Tymetal model 1850 electro-mechanical lock, keyed both sides. Supply three keys per key code. 

2.10. Door Pulls: Door pulls shall be a Tymetal standard pull.

2.11. Frames, Stiles and Rails: Shall be tubular in cross-section and be a minimum of 3/16" galvanized steel. Tubular members shall be mitered and welded at the corners.

2.12. Finish: The entire frame and door assembly shall be hot-dip galvanized after welding. 

3. EXECUTION:

3.1. Final Grades and Installation Conditions: Examine final grades and installation conditions. Do not begin work until all unsatisfactory conditions are corrected.

3.2. Equipment: Install equipment of this section in strict accordance with the company’s printed instructions unless otherwise shown on the contract drawings. 

3.3. Preliminary System Test: Adjust the complete system and then operate it long enough to ensure that it is performing properly and that the system is in suitable condition to conduct the acceptance test.

3.4. Notify the Owner’s Representative at least three working days prior to the test so arrangements can be made to have a representative witness the test.
